Cattle numbers were slightly lower this week. The quality of the cattle presented this week was very good.  The market remained very strong this week especially for the well finished cattle that came forward.    A good run of veal and young cattle came forward, quality was very good and the prices held fully firm to 4 cents dearer than the previous week with the top vealer reaching $ 2.25 per kilo.

Heavy steers were in good supply this week and sold to a top of $1.88, 6 to 8 cents dearer than last week.   Medium to Heavy steers sold to a top of $1.99 per kilo also selling at 4 to 8 cents dearer than last week.   A very good run of cows came through this week and sold to $1.32 per kilo, 5 to 10 cents dearer than last week’s market.
